St. Elizabeth Ann Seton (1774 - 1821)
known as "Mother Seton," is special to all
Americans for historical, humanitarian and
spiritual reasons. In the spring of 1809, Seton
joined four others to form the first religious
order in the United States, which they called the Sisters of
St. Joseph. After 1812, the order was called the Sisters of
Charity of St. Joseph. She established the first Catholic
orphanage, maternity hospital, and parish school. She
continued to work for improved social welfare until her
death, at the age of 46. The order she founded eventually
grew to include thousands of women, as well as a national
system of charitable and educational organizations.

On September 14, 1975, Pope Paul VI proclaimed,
"Elizabeth Ann Seton is a Saint," making her the first
native born American to be canonized by the Roman
Catholic Church.
